Wisdom of the Saints for
the Season of the Glorious Epiphany

St. Ephrem (d. 373) wrote a beautiful hymn in
which he connected the baptism of Jesus with the
womb of Mary and the sacrament of the
Eucharist: “See, Fire and Spirit in the womb that
bore you! See, Fire and Spirit in the river where
you were baptized! Fire and Spirit in our Baptism;
in the Bread and the Cup, Fire and Holy Spirit!”
Christ, the Light of the World, dwelt first in the
womb of the Virgin—who was thus “baptized” by
her Son—and then in the womb of the Jordan; he
emerged from both as the Incarnate Word, the
Savior of mankind. Those who are baptized thus
become the children of Mary and partakers of the
body, blood, soul, and divinity of her Son.
